Directions to Tai Lawr, Anglesey 
 

From Chester take A55 (West) to North Wales and Anglesey 
Cross the Britannia Bridge onto Isle of Anglesey, continue West on A55 for approx 
14 miles 
Leave the A55 at Junction 5 signposted A5 (Bryngwran) 
At double roundabout, over A55, follow signs for A5 (Bryngwran). On reaching A5, 
turn left. 
Bryngrwan is the first village. Slow down at pub (on left) and turn sharp left at the 
Bryngwran Post Office. 
Follow the road out of village, passing under A55. Straight on at first crossroads and 
pass Garage on left. Turn right at next crossroads (white cottage on right) into lane 
with signposts to Camping and Caravan Site and No Through Road. 
Follow lane to bottom of hill, bear right, over small bridge, over cattle grid (Tyn 
Liddiate caravan site on left) and Tai Lawr is next on the left. (Name on gate)
