Show rules and regulations


Requests for specific days
As always, we will try to accommodate teams who request specific days however this cannot be guaranteed. The running order cannot be considered until two weeks prior to the event at the earliest due to the seed list update and therefore it is impossible to guarantee any request until that time whether successful or not. Refunds will not be issued if we are unable to accommodate your request and you withdraw beyond the competition closing date.

(1) The Tournament Organiser(s) reserve the right to refuse entries and admission to
the event of any persons not in good standing within the BFA.

(2) No person shall carry out punitive or harsh handling of a dog at the event.

(3) Bitches in season are not allowed near the tournament area. Mating of dogs is not
allowed. Any bitch due to whelp within seven days of the competitions is not
permitted at the Tournament. No bitch can compete whilst in pup and for at least
eight weeks after giving birth.

(4) A dog must be withdrawn from competition if it is:
	(A) Suffering from infectious or contagious diseases.
(B) A danger to the safety of any person or animal.
(C) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to compete.

(5) It is the Team Captain’s responsibility to ensure the Team is available for their
Division and running order.

(6) The Organiser(s) reserve the right to make any alterations they deem necessary in
the event of unforeseen circumstances.

(7) If circumstances make it necessary to cancel the Tournament, the Organiser(s)
reserve the right to defray expenses incurred by deducting such expenses from the
entry fees received.
